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In our last newsletter, we announced 
the opening of the new Headwaters 
Safari Camp that we will be offering 
this season in a partnership with 
successful Brazilian operator Marlon 
Otero. Scheduled for completion at 
the shipyard in Manaus this October, 
the custom-built Headwaters Safari 
Camp will launch in November and 

will be the only operation of its kind in Brazil. The camp will be 
located at the headwaters of productive tributaries, ones that 
are totally inaccessible by the sport  fishing yachts. This camp will 
be on pontoons and will offer complete mobility for locating new

The Headwaters Safari Camp operation will feature two floating 
facilities ɀ the bedroom cabin facility and the dining room facility.

Drafting just four inches, the entire camp will 
be towed by a shallow draft tug. The camp is 
only accessible by float plane from Manaus.  
 

It will offer  five air-conditioned bedrooms, 
housing eight anglers and the camp host(s). 
 

You will be fishing the scenic and fertile 
waters of the Rio Alegria (a remote 
headwaters tributary of the Cuini River). This 
mobile, comfortable operation will offer you 
a genuine jungle feel, as you will enjoy 
tranquil nights nestled within the rainforest. 
You will have be afforded the opportunity to 
fish new water, if necessary, each day of 
your trip.  
 

While scouting the Headwaters Safari Camp 
locations, Marlon and his crew landed a fish 
weighing in at 28 lbs (see below). As Marlon 
did not want to bring attention to the safari 
camp location, they let the fish swim away.  



The dining facility, like 
the bedroom facilities, 
is air-conditioned and 
spacious. Anglers will 
enjoy a combination 
of traditional Brazilian-
style dishes, in 
addition to familiar 
American-style dishes.

Each day, you will explore the pristine Rio Alegria (located 
approximately 280 miles from Manaus) and its numerous hidden 
lagoons, oxbow lakes and other plentiful fish-holding structures 
with your experienced guide, making it the perfect operation for 
those desiring to fish extremely remote waters for trophy-class 
peacock bass (see image below left).  
 

Since our groups are small, the bilingual host and his staff offer 
unique personalized hands-on attention. A satellite phone (a fee

find are many annoying or biting insects. The rivers we fish and 
their tributaries have naturally-high tannin levels (from extensive 
leaf decay) which discourage the development of biting insects.  
 

You will be fishing main river 
structure, as well as a multitude of 
lakes, backwater bays and hidden 
lagoons. The typical fishing day is 
long, running from approximately 
6:30 AM to 5:30 PM. Anglers are 
paired, two to a boat, with an 
experienced Brazilian guide. The 
boats are 21-feet long, have stabile 
raised casting decks, swivel seats, 
40-HP outboards and electric 
trolling motors. These boats can 
cruise over shallow sandbars and 
flats and get you into places that 
other, heavier, fiberglass boats 

cannot reach.
